Conditions of Use and Regulations
a) Fees for Permits – Are payable in advance.  They will be paid for in two instalments one, 50% by Friday 3rd October 2025 and the remaining balance at the end of the season.  Payment for permits must not be forwarded until the application form has been approved and the club notified of its allocations in writing. Payment for permits will be invoiced directly to the club.
b) Cancellation of Matches – If booked matches are not required the Events Officer must be informed by emailing SpecialEvent@croydon.gov.uk by Wednesday 12noon prior to the date of the booking, the value of the match will then be credited to the team.  Failure to call by the cut off time will result in the booking being processed.

c) Additional Pitches – If you require additional pitches during the season these must be booked 

through the Events Officer, these bookings will then be added to your account.

d) Block Bookings – A minimum of ten matches are played by one team/club with a break of no more than 14 days between each match.  If your team qualify for this rate then the Events Officer taking your booking will apply this rate to your account.
e) Transfer of Permits – This is not permitted between any clubs/teams.

Days of Play – Play may be allowed on any day except Fridays.  One match only will be allowed on a pitch on any one day and the total use of the pitch must not exceed a period of 2 hours.  This period is to include time for loosening up before and extra time if necessary after the match.  The pitch and goalmouths must not otherwise be used.  Should a double match have to be played at the end of the season an additional permit must be obtained

from the Events Officer, if not, the Ranger on duty has the authority to dismiss you from the premises/site.

5.
Times of Play – Morning kick-off will be between 10am and 10.30am.  Cup matches MUST kick-off at 10am, the site must then be vacated by 1pm latest.  Afternoon play may commence after 1pm.  All afternoon play must cease by 3.30pm and the site vacated by 4pm except for the period 26th October 2025 to 29th March 2026, when play must cease by 3pm and the site vacated by 3.30pm.  
6.
Qualification – Croydon Clubs must have 75% of the playing members resident in the London Borough of Croydon and team member’s names and addresses must be stated on the Application Form.  Juvenile permits are issued to teams whose members do not exceed the under 16 age group of their league.  Ages are to be stated on the application form.  Failure to


      complete forms will result in the higher rate being charged.

7.
Showing of Permits – All permits must be shown to the Ranger on duty before play commences if requested.
8.
      Conditions of Pitches - 

a) If, in the week preceding your match the ground is declared unfit by Croydon Council your club will be contacted by 11am on the Friday prior to the booking to relocate that fixture.
b) On the day of the match the Ranger on duty is authorised, after consultation with the Referee, to prohibit the use of the pitch if the Council considers it unsuitable for play, and their decision is final.  Any abusive attitude towards the Ranger from any person will be taken seriously and investigated by Croydon Council and the Football Association.  Every endeavour will be made to arrange for a credit to be issued to any team that has had their match called off due to pitches being unsuitable for play.  Please email the Events Officer at SpecialEvent@croydon.gov.uk within 48 hours of a match being cancelled to ensure that a credit has been issued to your team.

c) It is you, as a team’s responsibility, to ensure that the pitch is safe for play and free from hazards conditions eg. Broken glass, cans, large objects etc..

Please also note that none of the above hazards are to be left on the pitch after your teams use, this also extends to litter, orange peel, bottles/cans etc…

Pitches will be inspected after use.  Failure to comply with this ruling will mean all teams concerned being invoiced for the work incurred by Council staff and may result in permits being withdrawn for later matches.  Under section 87 of the Environmental Protection Act creates the offence of dumping anything whatsoever in public open spaces which leads to the defacement of that open space by litter and provides for the imposition of a fine up to £1000.00.

d) It is you as a teams responsibility to report any pitch conditions eg. divots, problems with goal posts etc.. to either the Ranger on duty or the Events Officer at your earliest convenience.  If your match was cancelled for any reason this must be reported to the Events Officer, by email within 48 hours.
9.
 Refunds – Any credits that remain unused at the end of the season will be deducted off of your final invoice.
10.
Access to Changing Rooms/Toilets and Personal Belongings – Access to changing rooms will be offered as part of your booking (if requested at time of booking) please ensure that all team members/officials use the buildings in a respectable manner. Any personal items left in the changing rooms or on the side lines are left at the players own liability.
11.
Car Parking – Please ensure that when using the car parking facilities at various sites that your members and spectators leave sufficient access and egress to the site, this being essential for emergency access.  Please note, if parking is on a street then please ensure that blocking accesses to private/residential properties, emergency access and the blocking of other vehicles is strictly forbidden.

12.
Applications – Should be made by the team on the enclosed application form emailed to SpecialEvent@croydon.gov.uk on or before 5pm on 15th August 2025.  Applications received after this date will not be considered until the first round of allocations have all been made.  A separate form must be completed for each team applying for pitches.
13.
      Collections – No collections can be taken except with the permission of Croydon Council.

14.
Public Liability Insurance – All teams using Croydon Council’s facilities must be responsible    for their own insurance to safeguard their own members, the public and Croydon Council.  Proof of Public Liability Insurance cover of 5 million pounds or a copy of your club’s Football Association Certificate must be provided to encompass the whole playing season.

Permits will not be issued until proof of insurance is made.  Failure to produce insurance will result in pitches allocated to your team being withdrawn.
