	What is the aim and objective of the policy, strategy, function, project or activity?

	
	This EQIA is concerned with the setting of the annual rent, service charges and budgets for the Housing Revenue Account (HRA) for 2011/12.

Councillors will decide on a proposal to increase the annual rent for all Council tenants for 2011/12, in line with the National formula for social

housing rents. According to this formula the average rent increase would be 6.1%.

The Council is required by the Local Government and Housing Act 1989 (section 74) to keep a HRA which records all revenue expenditure and income relating to the provision of council dwellings and related services. The use of this account is ring-fenced by statute and the Council is only allowed to fund housing related services from this account. Thus, the HRA only provides funding for a range of housing services and

investment delivered to Council tenants. These include the repair and improvement of homes and estates, tenancy and income management,

neighbourhood wardens, community development and estate-based environmental services. 

These services contribute to a number of the Council’s objectives of: 

• Safer Streets and reducing serious acquisitive crime

• Maintaining and improving quality of life for an ageing population

• Supporting vulnerable adults needing care

In order to determine the HRA budget for 2011/12, cabinet will be asked to decide on the following proposals:

• To recommend to the Council the approval of the budget for the Housing Revenue and Capital Accounts for 2011/12.

• To increase the annual rent for all Council tenants for 2011/12, in line with the national formula for social housing rents the average rent

increase would be 6.1%

• The full cost of services provided to those tenants who receive caretaking, grounds maintenance and bulk refuse collection services are

recovered via tenants service charges, this being achieved within the 6.1% increase

• Charges for garage and parking space rents increase by 6.1%

• Heating charges for Council tenants remain unchanged from 2010/11
